HIGHLIGHT ACTIVITIES

SUMMER TRAVEL GUIDE

We traveled virtually to 12 countries including: France, Japan, Iceland,
Thailand, New Zealand, Romania, Portugal, Morocco, South Africa, South Korea,
Argentina, and Russia. While visiting each country, we had the opportunity to
take virtual walking tours of many famous sites and attractions, learned about
the country’s cuisine, as well as its enriching culture.

ATTRACTIONS VISITED:

e  France: We visited the famous Eiffel Tower.

e Japan: We learned about the volcano, Mount Fuji.

e Iceland: The land of fire and ice! We visited the glaciers and geysers.
e  Thailand: We saw The Grand Palace, which has many gold statues.

e New Zealand: Atown in this country holds the
Guinness World Record for the longest word in the world:
Taumatawhakatangihangakoauauotamateaturipukakapiki

e Romania: We visited Dracula’s castle! Spooky!

e  Portugal: We saw buildings covered in beautiful handmade tiles called
Azulejos.

e Morocco: We visited the blue city, called: Chefchaouen. This is the blue
pearl of Morocco, because the whole city is filled with the colour blue!

e South Korea: The Korean flag is called taegeukgi (pronounced teh-
GUK-key). The flag stands for the three components of a nation: the white
represents traditional colour of Korean culture, the circle represents
the balance of the universe, and the trigrams represent movement and
harmony as fundamental principles.

e Argentina: The birth place of the Tango dance.

e Russia: We visited the colourful St. Basil Cathedral in Moscow.
